Project Overview:

Hamilton County Area Development (HAND) invests in neighborhoods, provides housing 
solutions, and builds partnerships to improve the lives and build community in Hamilton 
County. With support from MIBOR, HAND is rehabbing three homes (four units) in the Plum 
Prairie Historic District in Noblesville, preserving four units of affordable rental housing for 
residents earning up to 60% of the Area Median Income.
